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A Study of Patterns and Characteristics of Education Administration in

General Education Programs in USA and Asian Countries
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Abstract

This research study is documentary research. The objective of this research is to study
the patterns and characteristics of education administration in General Education Programs in
the USA and Asian Countries. Purposive sampling was used to select the samples which were
Harvard University, Stanford University, National University of Singapore, Lingnan University,

Tokyo University and University of Malaya. The data ware analyzed by using content analysis.
The results show that :

1. General Education’s objective of universities in USA and Asian countries has
the same characteristic focusing on students’ broaden knowledge than their major
knowledge and abilities to make use of the knowledge in their everyday life.

2. General Education curriculum of Harvard University and University of Tokyo are
core curriculum. While, General Education curriculum of Stanford University,
National University of Singapore, Lingnan University and University of Malaya are
Distribution Requirements.

3. Harvard University and Standford University have the same pattern and General
Education Course by using Great Book Approach course. Meanwhile, National
University of Singapore, Lingnan University and University of Tokyo use Single
Discipline and Compound course. University of Malaya uses Single Discipline,

Compound course and Extraordinary course.



Regulations in General Education of each University are differences in terms of
total credit, faculty and division. Total General Education credit of Stanford
University is 30 credits like university in Thailand. Total General Education credit of
Lingnan University and University of Malaya are 27 and 15 — 20 credits respectively.
While, total General Education credit of National University of Singapore is 20
credits. Moreover, faculty is important condition in General Education of National
University of Singapore. Student in the faculty of Science and Technology must
study General Education subject in the faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences.
Student in the faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences must study General
Education subject in the faculty of Science and Technology. As for University of
Tokyo, division is important regulation in General Education study of University of
Tokyo because student must register for General Education course Junior division

(freshman and sophomore) only.
